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With just five DV programs at 
that time, the Network has 
since grown to 12 member pro-
grams as well as organizational 
and individual members.  In

celebrate and gather in joy at 
their collective progress. Yet 
this joy is tinged with concern, 
says Sue, when she considers 
how far service providers still 
have to go. Consider the follow-

During fiscal year 2008-
2009 in Nevada, nearly 
38,000 victims of abuse 
received services from do-
mestic violence programs. 
And that was just those 
calling DV programs about 
these incidents. 

 

In America, nearly one in 
four women report experi-
encing violence by a current 
or former spouse or boy-
friend at some point in her 
life.  
 

Women experience two 
million injuries from inti-
mate partner violence each 
year and three women are 
murdered each day by hus-
bands or boyfriends.

Since that time, the Crime Vic-

gressively worked to create those 
rights, which include: 

 

the right to information;  
the right to be present at 
criminal justice proceedings;  
the right to due process, i.e., 
the right to notice of and op-
portunity to be heard at im-
portant criminal justice pro-
ceedings;  
the right to financial recom-
pense for losses suffered as a 
result of a crime, such as res-
titution and/or compensa-
tion/reparations; and  
the right to protection and to 
privacy 

Dignity, fairness, and respect must 
underscore these rights, Sue ex-
plained. For example, the idea of fair-
ness and respect is not necessarily 
about one victim being better or 
more deserving than another but 
treating everyone with equal regard.

T he 1983 Nevada State Legislature man-
dated certain rights and guarantees to crime 
victims and witnesses. Accordingly, Chapter 
178 of the Nevada Revised Statutes now 
recognizes the following needs and rights of 
crime victims.  
 

You have the right: 

To know the status of the case in which 
you are involved 

To be free from intimidation or dissua-
sion 

To know when your impounded prop-
erty may be released 

To receive a witness fee for lawful obe-
dience to a subpoena 

To understand the existing victim com-
pensation laws and receive compensation if 
applicable 

To a secure waiting areaτwhich is not 
available to the defendant or his familyτ
when you are in court 

To know when the defendant is re-
leased from custody before or during trial 
(upon written request) and to know when 
the offender is released from prison (upon 
written request)

Teen Dating Violence: Recognize Signs, Respond Appropriately  

C onsider these startling sta-
tistics, cited in a report on teen 
dating violence provided by the 
Nevada Office of the Attorney 
General:  Females between the 
ages of 16 and 24 experience the 
highest rates of intimate partner 
violence and as many as one-
third of teens experience some 
kind of abuse in their romantic 
relationships, including verbal 
and emotional. 
 

Despite these disturbing statis-
tics, teens can mitigate the risk 
of getting into a violent dating 
situation by learning how to rec-
ognize and appropriately re-
spond to the signs such relation-
ships often exhibit.  
 

First off, teen dating violence is a 
pattern of physical, sexual, ver-
bal, or emotionally abusive be-
havior within the dating context. 
It can manifest along a contin-
uumτfrom  punching, rape, and 
murder to extreme jealousy and 
controlling behavior. Anyone can 
be affected as this behavior 
crosses all religious, ethnic, and 
cultural lines. The bottom line is 

Nevada that can result in fines and 
even jail time and long-term incar-
ceration. 
 

To address violence in your own 
dating relationships or those of 
your friends, promote other ways 
to deal with conflict and anger.

that abusive relationships feature 
an imbalance of power maintained 
through coercion and violence. 
 

Healthy relationships, on the other 
hand, are based on quality, re-
spect, and a balance of power be-
tween two people. Conflict can 
arise but is not accompanied by 
fear. 
 

Additionally, domestic violence  
may feature particular key cycles, 
but not in every case. The first  
phase is tension building, where 
the abuser may yell, threaten, or 
make false accusations toward the 
victim. In the second phase, this 
tension is released  through a burst 
of abuseτwhich could be physical 
or emotional, including bodily 
threats and screaming and yelling. 
Finally, in the last phase the abuser 
may apologize for the behavior and 
may try to make amends with the 
victim, although he may accuse the 
target of causing the abuse. 
 

Recognizing these patterns is vital 
for teens to break the cycle of 
abuse, which is experienced by 
both males and females. No one 
deserves abuse and it is a crime in
