We can be proud of a past filled with challenges and tri-
umphs; confident in a present that offers opportunities and 
openings for real change; and excited about a future where 
violence is not a way of life for far too many families.  This 
year we will celebrate our birthday by honoring 30 on our 
30th: thirty individuals from communities all over Nevada, 
from all walks of life and whose support runs the gamutτ
because we know that statewide efforts begin in local 
communities. 
 
30 YEARS OF PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT  
In 1980 there were four programs providing services for 
survivors of domestic violenceτTemporary Assistance for 
Women (now known as Safe Nest) in Clark Co., Committee 
to Aid Abused Women in Washoe Co., Advocates to End 
Domestic Violence in Carson City and Committee Against 
Domestic Violence in Elko Co.  These pioneers and their 
ŀƭƭƛŜǎ ƳŜǘ ŀǘ aŀȅŀ aƛƭƭŜǊΩǎ ǊŀƴŎƘ ƛƴ ²ŀǎƘƻŜ ±ŀƭƭŜȅΣ ŎǊŜŀǘŜŘ 
a statewide coalition, christened it Nevada Network Against 
Domestic Violence, and set the new coalition on its 30 year 
odyssey to support the work of local programs.   
 

Over those years NNADV has grown and developed as has 
its member programs.  What began as a handful of individ-
uals, many strictly volunteer; have become communities of 
supporters, advocates and service providers.  Today there 
are 15 programs providing services exclusively for victims of 
domestic violence, many more programs that have incorpo-
rated domestic violence services within their larger mission, 
and even more individuals that recognize, respond and re-
fer victims of domestic violence.  
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30 YEARS OF EDUCATION AND OUTREACH    
In 1980 domestic violence was not ac-
cepted, neither was it an acceptable issue. 
Communities were loath to admit that it 
happened among their members. There 
were no policies or procedures within law 
enforcement agencies, no screening proto-
cols in emergency departments or recogni-
tion within the clergy that this was an issue 
that needed to be addressed.   
 

During the last 30 years, attitudes about 
domestic violence have undergone a tre-
mendouǎ ŎƘŀƴƎŜΦ άbƻ ƻƴŜ ŘŜǎŜǊǾŜǎ ŀōǳǎŜέ 
is more than a catch phrase.  It has become 
a rallying cry to change the way our com-
munities think and act about domestic     
violence.

For 30 years the Network has been the 
leader in changing public policy as it af-
fects domestic violence in Nevada. 
NNADV has helped change attitudes 
about domestic violence by enacting 
legislation and securing funding for do-
mestic violence services through a sur-
charge on every Marriage License sold 
in the state. The Network has fought for 
sweeping changes in both civil and crim-
inal statutes dealing with domestic    
violence.   
 

The current legislative situation is not 
perfect; we continue to identify solu-
tions to unintended consequences. 
However, unlike 30 years ago, domestic 
violence is now understood to be a 
crime. Most people now agree that vic-
tims need access to safety and perpe-
trators need to be held accountable, 
and that it is only through community 
based action that we will see our vision 
achieved. 

As we honor 30 on our 30th, we will identify individuals from 
all walks of life: advocates, funders, media professionals, law 
enforcement, and legislators, who have helped make these 
last 30 years possible.  Over the course of the year and with 
cake and balloons in hand, we will journey to communities all 
over the state to celebrate not only a milestone in the Net-

Tahoe Women's Services (TWS) began in 1982 as a grass-roots effort and incorpo-
rated as an independent nonprofit 501(c)(3) public benefit corporation in Califor-
nia in 1985 and in Nevada in 1995. TWS is the only agency providing assistance to 
victims of domestic violence and sexual assault in the North Lake Tahoe region.  The 

agency has three direct service offices available for drop-in clients: Truckee, CA; Kings

Without Jackie and her dedica-
tion to the cause, it is hard to be-
lieve that the WDVS could be 
where it is in a mere 4 years.  Al-
though I can hear Jackie saying
